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Good signs of success for right human relations!

“One person in five is estimated to participate in
some form of civil society organisation.” (quoted
from the Human Development Report 2000, page 5)
More than one billion people have re-oriented their
thinking and their lives towards the common good. Is
this not a good sign?

Philosophers and educators, economists and busi-
ness people, all start speaking about putting people
first, about the priority of the human being over prof-
its, about the need for a culture of peace instead of
violence and exploitation. Global campaigns for dis-
armament, protection of the environment, social and
economic justice gather increasingly more sup-
porters. An example is the Global Campaign for
Peace Education launched by the Hague Appeal for
Peace (http://www.ibp.org). The healing powers of
the human being are increasingly recognised.

No wonder that so many conflicts and wars are be-
ing financed all over the world. The only hope of
those who seek to remain in power at all costs is to
divide. Their instruments are all those who let them-
selves be misguided by hate and prejudice. These
people are encouraged and brought to positions of
power in which they can do the most harm. How-
ever, even the suffering they inflict on their fellow
beings helps their victims awaken to spiritual values.
The philosopher Laurency says in his book, “The
Knowledge of Reality” (pages 46 and 49): “Life is
joy, happiness and bliss in the mental and all higher
worlds. Suffering is found only in the three lower re-
gions of the physical and emotional worlds, and then
only as bad reaping after bad sowing.”

In the same way as many totalitarian systems have
collapsed in the past decades, totalitarian systems
based on the capitalist model will also break down.

The people of Earth become increasingly aware of
the manipulations used to control them, as demon-
strated by the growing strength of organisations
such as ATTAC (Association pour une Taxation des
Transactions financières pour l’Aide aux Citoyens,
Association for Taxation of Financial Transactions
for the People’s benefit, http://www.attac.org), which
denounce the speculative policies of today’s political
and economic systems.

More and more earth citizens understand that unity
in diversity and right human relations represent the
only real future for humanity and hope for collective
happiness. Thousands of books and articles are
published by numerous groups and organisations in
all possible languages, in all countries. We are glad
to add our contribution to this flow of positive and
constructive information. As our friends in the
Ukraine declared in their appeal during their confer-
ence last June: Let us all cooperate to create an en-
vironment of pure information on our planet! We ex-
tend this invitation to all our readers, in order to
strengthen the wave of active goodwill on our planet
and to help spread the light of our global human
family in order to dominate darkness and fear, hate
and ignorance.

Normally, the
International Day of the World’s Indigenous Peoples
is celebrated on August 9. This year, however, the
celebration was brought forward to take advantage
of the presence of representatives of indigenous
peoples from all regions of the world, who came to
Geneva to participate in the annual meeting of the
Working Group of Indigenous Peoples at the United
Nations. In the evening, a more informal party gath-
ered a few hundred people for a lakeside barbecue.

8 August 2001 – Video presentation on “Values-
based Education – towards prevention and cure

of racism”, “Living Values: an Education Pro-
gramme”, Geneva
The Brahma Kumaris World Spiritual University, Ge-
neva branch, organised this video presentation,
which focused on “Living Values: an Educational
Programme” in India, U.K., Kuwait, Mauritius, South
Africa and Kenya, in particular the teacher- and par-
ent-training aspects of the programme. This includes
not only teaching from the outside, but also building
living values from within. Human rights and living
values are very closely related.
